 Louis Desruisseaux has donated information from a collection 
belonging to Henry Roy to our committee. He has cop ied information for 
several cemeteries and will continue to search thro ugh the collection 
for more information.  The information contains det ailed drawings of 
each cemetery and documentation of the stones – inc luding names, dates 



and inscriptions.  The work was completed over a 20  year span (1967 – 
1987) and has memorialized some stones that are now  gone. 
 
3.  Bruce Ewart, a resource teacher in the Uxbridge  School System 
contacted Shelly about the cemeteries.  he has a pr ogram where 
students can learn about cemetery stones.  This may  be our link to a 
History Grant.  Mr. Ewart works with the students a t the Capron Mill.
